Globalising Art, Architecture and Design History? 

Debating Approaches to Curriculum Change in the UK

Recent QAA and RAE reports noted that art history teaching and research in the U.K. focuses mainly on western art traditions and visual cultures. Since its inception in 2001, the GLAADH project has been providing resources and information for those seeking to embed culturally diversity in the curriculum, as well as supporting ten UK learning and teaching Initiatives which are striving for change. GLAADH Initiatives have taken place at Aberdeen/St. Andrews/Glasgow, Anglia Polytechnic, Birkbeck, Central England, DeMontfort, Edinburgh, Kingston, Manchester, Plymouth and Sheffield Hallam. 

The GLAADH conference will bring together subject specialists with lecturers to share information and discuss best practice in the field. Under the working themes, ‘Different Art Histories’, ‘Strategic Collaborations’ and ‘Shifting Paradigms’, the conference will address issues surrounding the prevailing canon, collaborations between institutions and museums, and paradigmatic shifts in the configuring of art histories and visual cultures. Distinguished guest speakers, including Professor Donald Preziosi, University of California at Los Angeles, and Dr. Kobena Mercer, Middlesex University, will be followed by concurrent sessions with representatives from the ten GLAADH Initiatives.  

Attendance at the Conference will be free of charge to ONE representative from each of the 47 Universities that offer Art, Design and Architecture History degrees. GLAADH will cover travel and B&B accommodation for the night of Thursday 18 September.  Please note that spaces are limited and the deadline for registration is Monday 18 August. GLAADH will be happy to welcome more than one person per department, however, any additional accommodation or travel costs cannot be covered. · Teaching Islamic Art: Workshop Report

Teaching Islamic Art: A Workshop with Robert Hillenbrand

This one-off workshop, led by Professor Robert Hillenbrand (University of Edinburgh), was organised by GLAADH for teachers in higher education wishing to incorporate into their teaching issues around the art of the Islamic world, particularly prior to the 20th century. Participants included representatives from the universities of De Montfort, East Anglia, Middlesex, Reading, Sheffield Hallam, Sussex, Warwick, Anglia Polytechnic University, the Open University, and the V&A and ranged from Western Medievalists and Byzantinists, to early modernists, and teachers whose primary expertise lies in other areas of study.

The day covered issues of methodology and definition, teaching strategies, resources and core bibliographies. After welcomes from Tim Stanley (V&A) and Professor Catherine King (OU), Hillenbrand opened with a discussion of prevailing institutional, departmental, academic and curricular eurocentricism. A question and answer session explored historiographies, questions of language, power, religion, research methods and resources. Stressing the viability of teaching the subject with no knowledge of related languages, Hillenbrand suggested that an Arabic dictionary and copy of the alphabet can make up a basic tool kit for translating inscriptions. Most of the material on Islamic art and architecture has been written or translated into English, French and German, much of which can be located in libraries at Oxford (the Bodleian and the Sackler library), Cambridge (University Library), SOAS, and the V&A (National Art Library). The importance of primary material and encountering architectural spaces and practices first hand, suggesting Cairo and Damascus (rich in early Islamic architecture), Turkey and Iran (where non-Muslims are allowed into mosques), was also underlined.

Both morning and afternoon incorporated sessions in the V&A galleries, discussing specific objects, and the politics of collection and display. After lunch, Hillenbrand exemplified the value of object analysis as a method of teaching and learning, taking two mock tutorials. Moreover, he argued that with such an approach, it is possible to get a foothold on an unfamiliar subject, which can be strengthened and pursued through the multiple lines of enquiry that open up.

Alien Nation: Immigrant Artists in Britain 

Many artists came to Great Britain between 1933 and 1945 to escape persecution from Nazism. Despite the dislocation of exile and emigration these individuals were able to make an important and lasting contribution to British art and culture. At a time when there is increasing discussion in some sections the media about a 'refugee crisis' in contemporary Britain, this exhibition celebrates the creative contribution made by immigrant artists earlier in the century, focusing on twelve émigrés who are now embraced as the 'British masters'. Artists include Lucian Freud, who emigrated with his family in 1933, and Frank Auerbach who arrived from Berlin in 1939, as well as artists such as Hans Feibusch, Oscar Kokoschka and Hans Coper and Lucie Rie.
